Part Three of this exclusive series listing the All-America Blocking Teams
selected by Wirt Gammon of the Chattanooga Times begins with the 1961 season.
Parts One and Two covered the period 1937-1960, and indicated the dimpressive

nationwide "board" of advisors Gammon assembled to aid him in naming his
unique honor teams.

This writer's correspondence with Gammon ended in 1975, and up to that time
Gammon was unable to locate his choices for 1963.

In announcing the 1965 team, Gammon wrote, "This entry is the first in which
board members crossed their own borders in many cases to pick men. Two picked
a man from-another section as No. 1. The board consists of Rube Samuelson,
Pasadena Star-Times; Jim Murray, Los Angeles Times; Walter Robertson, Dallas
Morning News; Arthur Daley, New York Times; and Dick Cullom, Minneapolis
Tribune. Jacobs Blocking trophy leaders in the south were given special con-
sideration."”
